Discipline is a perennial issue facing all parents. Montessori offers
a new approach to discipline that is less about controlling children,
and more about supporting the child’s subtle acquisition of social
acceptance and assurance. For the child, discipline can be a gradual
process of growth towards a desirable kind of self-control. For the
parent it is a fine balance between no control and over control.
Let's explore ways of getting there...
