
The Montessori Australia Foundation is pleased to be holding 
the inaugural Montessori Research Workshop. The workshop 
is open to all Montessori educators working with children from 
birth to eighteen years, as well as Montessori teacher trainers. 
The aim of the workshop is twofold. First, the workshop aims 
to involve teachers in classroom-based research, sometimes 
called ‘action research’ or ‘practitioner enquiry’. Workshop 
participants will be introduced to classroom-based research 
principles and methods. They will also be supported to 
design a small research project of their own. The project will 
be one they can implement in their own classroom in order 
to reflect critically and systematically on a particular area of 
the curriculum, or a classroom-based issue, with the view to 
bringing about informed and effective change. The workshop 
also aims to introduce participants to academic pathways 
available to Montessori educators. This will be particularly 
valuable for teachers planning their careers within the 
parameters of state-based teacher registration authorities, for 
example, the NSW Institute of Teachers, as well as for teachers 
who are interested in undertaking study for higher degrees 
beyond initial teaching qualifications.
